Using Pictures
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Creating activities with pictures can be a great way for early readers and writers to practice their skills. Below are several examples of activities that employ the use of graphics and words within text boxes that can be moved around the page. Make sure you format each moveable item (either picture or text box) as a “tight” layout. This will allow the student to click on the item and place it where they want.

· Community Signs For this activity we will make a worksheet where the students will locate a community sign and place it on the worksheet next to the related text.  

· Sorting Pictures with Common Letter Sounds For this activity, the child clicks on an animal picture and drops it in either the “B” or “T” box.

· Picture Labeling  Import a picture or take a screen shot of anything on the computer screen and create individual text boxes to label parts of the picture. Another option is to leve the words stationary on the screen and ask the student to draw arrows from the word to its object in the picture.
